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2026 UFO CHALLENGES 

Let’s clear up some confusion about the UFO’s (unfinished objects), USO’s (un-started objects), PHD’s (partly or half-done 

objects).  These are any items in your stash purchased on or before December 31st of the previous year that you complete 

between January 1st of the current year up to October 31st of the current year.  Please bring these items to the meetings 

(February – October) to share your beautiful work with everyone.  You will be asked to fill out a small slip of paper 

regarding the piece.  Tracy gathers these slips to make a tally sheet of all the submitted pieces.  In November there is a 

drawing of all the submissions for a cash prize of $25. This year we will be adding a 4th winner, making it much more fun.  

You may also submit a picture and notification that it is a UFO, your name and whose design it is on the website. 

2026 SAMPLER 

The Bead Sampler, June 5-7, is an annual Members Only event. It gives members an opportunity to explore a variety of 

media including beading, wirework, and polymer clay. RMBS members teach other members a project or technique.
